of halving food waste by 2030. Within its Origin Green plan, Kerry aims to reduce
food waste by 24% by 2024. Throughout 2021, significant progress is evident under
this target area. Food waste generated was reduced by 88% over 2020 levels, an
outstanding achievement. The company measure and report its food waste in line
with the Food Loss and Waste Protocol, which was created in collaboration with the
World Resources Institute. The Food Loss & Waste Protocol (FLW Protocol) is a multi-
stakeholder initiative that tackles the difficulties in regularly monitoring and reporting
